Upon review of the Nelson County District’s 2008 CATS Results, here are “talking points”:
Nelson County Schools
-made a gain of 2.9 points (with the Concordance Adjustment) from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium
-reduced the Novice Percentage by 5.46 percentage points from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium

-Elementary Schools made gains in the areas of Mathematics, Social Studies, and Writing On-Demand from the 2007 CATS scores
-Middle Schools made gains in the areas of Mathematics, Social Studies, Practical Living/Vocational Studies, and Writing Portfolio from the 2007 CATS scores
-High School made gains in the areas of Practical Living / Vocational Studies and Writing On-Demand from the 2007 CATS scores
Bloomfield Elementary

-made a gain of 8.6 points (with the Concordance Adjustment) from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium
-reduced the Novice Percentage by 8.37 percentage points from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium
-made gains in the areas of Reading, Mathematics, Social Studies, Arts & Humanities, and Writing On-Demand from the 2007 CATS scores
Bloomfield Middle

-made a gain of 3.8 points (with the Concordance Adjustment) from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium
-reduced the Novice Percentage by 10.28 percentage points from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium

-made gains in the areas of Mathematics, Science, Practical Living / Vocational Studies, and Writing Portfolio from the 2007 CATS scores
Boston School

-made a gain of 6.0 points (with the Concordance Adjustment – is currently going through a CATS Reconfiguration stage because of becoming a K-8 School and therefore has the District’s Accountability scores until the Reconfiguration phase is complete) from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium

-made gains in the areas of Mathematics, Social Studies, and Arts and Humanities from the 2007 CATS scores
Cox’s Creek Elementary

-made a gain of 13.1 points (with the Concordance Adjustment) from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium
-reduced the Novice Percentage by 11.33 percentage points from the 2006 Biennium to the 2008 Biennium
