Reimbursement of Textbook funds to The Carol Martin Gatton
Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky
REQUEST:  This is a request to reimburse “The Carol Martin Gatton Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky” located on Western Kentucky University’s campus for the cost of textbooks related to County enrolled students attending the Academy.

FACTS:  Hardin County Schools is currently sending 6 high school students to the academy.  While they attend the Academy, Hardin County Schools still receives the ADA for the students at $3,822 per student totaling $22,932.  The students will continue to be enrolled in their home school via performance-based credit.  The Academy has not previously been given any textbooks to guide instruction for Hardin County students.  Once textbooks are purchased with Hardin County Funds they will be tagged “Hardin County Schools” to be used by future Hardin County attending the Academy.
PROPOSAL:  In an attempt to off-set the costs of the program to parents, the Academy is requesting reimbursement for textbooks associated with the classes our students will be enrolled in.  The text book cost per student attending the Academy is $450/student which equates to $2,700 for our six students currently attending the Academy for 2008 – 2009.  While the cost of the textbooks is $2,700 the district nets approximately $3,372 per student for a total of $20,232 as they are not in our schools utilizing our resources.    
FUNDING SOURCE:  The funding sources will be through flexible funds.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:  I move that the Hardin County Schools approve the disbursement of $450 per Hardin County student (total of $2,700) to off-set the cost of textbooks for Hardin County Students enrolled in the Academy for the 2008 – 2009 school year.
