B. Areas the Council Chose to Address

The following is a bulleted list of activities accomplished by the council during the 2007-08 school year.  Many of these include goals and expected impact.  

· Approval of ESS daytime wavier program  to better meet the academic needs of students during the times of “current instruction”.  

· Reviewed monthly: Budget and Accident Reports for Safe Schools Act

Goal for review of accident reports included decreasing the number of accidents on campus.  Obviously measurement will be the identification of trouble areas and have fewer accidents.  

· CSIP reviewed/rewritten. 

During the 2007-08 school year a committee was created to revise and rewrite our CSIP to better meet our school needs.  Changes included strategies and activities that will have a positive influence on SB168, state assessment, NCLB and building culture.      

· Participated in the HUMRO education data collection.  

· VGE was in our 5th year cycle for SACS accreditation.  All standards were met and accreditation was successfully met.    

· Reviewed Test Scores

Reviewing test scores has become a very focused activity for us.  We hope to identify those areas needing positive influence to continue our academic growth.  Obviously the end result would be higher student achievement as well as continued raise in school test scores.  

· Participated in the District Scholastic Review.

· Revised our Accelerated Reader Program

This revision was done to build a more consistent/school wide use of the Accelerated Reader program.  

· Approved two Parent Testing Nights that our Curriculum Committee recommended.  Goal is to include our parents in the testing process.  To make them more aware of the testing process and solicit their support.  We believe our parents being more knowledgeable of the testing process and the test itself will have a positive influence our test scores.  

· Approved the Curriculum Committee’s recommendation to purchase PAS TEST.  This will be a continued focus for the council this year.  We believe that the more data we can obtain will have a positive influence on student learning and attainment.  We have learned that the PAS test is an accurate indicator of student success.  We use this test to monitor student progress and to influence instruction.  

· Updated and approved Title One Compact

· Approved our Parent Survey 

We surveyed our parents to learn from them how we can better serve our students. We also use this as a means of including all stakeholders in the education process.

VGE’s effort in creating our archery program was a huge success.  Our students met twice per week with high attendance.  Not only did the program focus on archery, emphasis was placed on academics as well.  

Continued success in our state assessment continues.  A school wide focus on instruction objectives as well as emphasis on higher order levels of instruction and differentiation strategies.  Our state KCCT scores continued to show improvement.
