I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:21 p.m.  Members in attendance were Jessica Jones, Rhonda Wilson, Andy Games, Amy Inman, and Sheldon Lackey.    BJ Henry and Karl Olive, Assistant Principals, and guest, Susan Gattis, were also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 17-05 – Amy Inman made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the July 25, 2017 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 17-06 – Sheldon Lackey made a motion to accept the July 25, 2017 Regular Session minutes.  Amy Inman seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the June financial report and activity budget dated July 1-31, 2017, submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 17-07 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the July financial report and activity budget.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:
A. AP & Dual Credit Results:  Mr. Smallwood reviewed the results of our Advanced Placement examinations and dual credit courses for the 2016-2017 school year.  All students who received a score of 3 or higher on the AP exam received a certificate and a t-shirt.  These students also earned a combined total of over $14,000.00 from Advance Kentucky for their performance on the AP exams.   A total of 1,555 college credit hours were earned by our students enrolled in AP and dual credit courses.  
III. OLD BUSINESS:  NONE
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. 2017-2018 Enrollment Summary: Mr. Smallwood reviewed the enrollment summary to date.  As of this today, there are 765 students enrolled at EHS.  
B. CSIP Overview:  Mrs. Henry reviewed the CSIP (Comprehensive School Improvement Plan) with the Council.  She informed the Council that the State dictates our goals, but they will be changing assessment system and the CSIP in the near future.  
C. Construction Update:  Mr. Smallwood gave an overview of the progress made to date on our construction project.  The parking lots have been finished and painting of the building will begin soon, as will repair to the lawn surrounding the parking lots.  
D. Solar Eclipse Day:   Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that school will dismiss at Noon on Monday, August 21st so that our students may view the eclipse.  The District has provided eclipse glasses for every student and staff member in the District.  
E. Moving toward a 1-1 Initiative with Chrome Books and the Google Drive:  Mr. Smallwood discussed the purchase of Chrome Books for every student and teacher at EHS.  This will allow EHS to move to a 1-to-1 learning environment for our students.  The teachers have received their Chrome Books and training has been undertaken on how to effectively use Chrome Books and Google Drive in the classroom.  Our students will each receive a Chrome Book at the beginning of January. 

F. Lions Club Chicken BBQ Luncheon at EHS on Saturday, August 19th:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council of the Lions Club event that will take place this Saturday.  

G. Student Council Movie Night – Friday, August 25th: Mr. Smallwood shared this upcoming event with the Council, but stated that the date had been moved to September 15, 2017.  The movie has yet to be decided.  Mrs. Lunsford is allowing our students to vote on the movie to be shown.

Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that the following positions have either been filled or are currently open: 
A. Freshman Volleyball Coach – Ms. Brittany Daniel, a former student and volleyball player from EHS, has been hired for this position.

C. Assistant Softball Coaching Position:  This position remains open at this time.
