However, that program didn’t start until after Labor Day and Jodi saw that some of her students needed that weekend food before the holiday.  So, Jodi placed her need in front of her social media friends who shared the need with their friends.  To make a long story short, Jodi is still receiving food for her students from across the globe.  

Ms. Bodnar is also initiating a program called Sources of Strength – a program that seeks to provide high-quality evidence-based prevention for suicide, violence, bullying and substance abuse by training, supporting, and empowering both peer leaders and adults.
