9.B. Report on projects in progress from Sherman, Carter and Barnhart  

Myra Vaughn from Sherman, Carter and Barnhart updated the board on progress at North Middle School and answered the Board's questions. Charlie Wise asked if they could look into leveling the space between each athletic field.

10. New Business  

Mr. Tubbs asked about the possibility of hiring an on-staff architect. He feels this is something the district should explore. Charlie Wise agreed. He stated that there are so many little projects going on in the district, this position could help. Mrs. Johnston asked Gary Milby to provide an information paper to include how much we are spending out of the general fund on architect services now and what other districts have an architect on staff. This will help to determine if this would be economically feasible.

Mr. Tubbs asked if the district could do a study regarding privatizing student transportation service.  Are there benefits to doing this? Mrs. Johnston asked Gary Milby and John Skaggs to research this and present an information paper to the board. The board realizes that this report will take some time to complete.

Mr. Tubbs asked for an explanation of the calendar process.  Mrs. Johnston explained that Chris Reed, Director of Student Services, is facilitating this process. A committee of 9 people representing Elementary, Middle and High Schools, HCEA and Administrators has been established. The committee has met once to be informed of the process and the law. Many were unaware that there are some dates that are required by law to be in the calendar. This committee will report all information back to Mrs. Johnston who will also receive input from Student, Parent, Classified and Certified Advisory Councils and hopefully will be able to combine all of this information to bring a calendar recommendation to the Board by November.

A brief discussion was held regarding the Sonora property. Mr. Milby asked that the board declare the property surplus in order to be able to sell the property.  There are some rules that need to be followed regarding how the district must go about selling the property whether it be sealed bid or auction.
