ORDER # 09-23 - ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by James Beard to adopt the agenda for the September regular meeting.

ORDER # 09-24 - APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST MEETING MINUTES – The motion was made by Peter Debibar and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the minutes of the August regular meeting.

· The NHHS CATS/KPR scores made overall gains with some increases in Math, On Demand Writing, and Arts & Humanities.  

· During the week of September 15, students at North Hardin will be participating in fall testing:  Seniors with On Demand testing, Juniors will take the practice ACT test, Sophomores will be taking the PLAN test, and Freshman will be MAPS testing.

· A question was asked by a parent about the NCLB scores.  Mrs. Hendricks explained that the NCLB scores are determined by the preliminary CATS scores from last spring.

PARENT REPRESENTATIVE – Chelsie Mansell volunteered to be the parent representative from North Hardin High School on the Superintendent’s Parent Advisory Council.

BYLAWS/POLICY UPDATE – The bylaws/policy review ad hoc committee has met twice, and will probably meet one more time before having a packet for the council to review.

· The council members received copies of the monthly student accident report, and minutes from the AVID committee meeting.
