· Noelle Allen, a fourth grader at Woodland Elementary School as part of the BeastMode Track Club, recently won the South East AAU Nationals 100-meter dash and 200-meter dash.  In addition, Noelle does very well in the classroom and has only missed one full day of school since her first grade year.  
· Jacki Brangers, a seventh grade mathematics teacher at West Hardin Middle School, is working hard to ensure student growth.  For the last 5 years, more than 80% of Mrs. Branger's students have made higher than expected growth on the Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) assessments and her students’ scores are always at or near the top of districtwide scores.  

She has written and received a grant for a classroom set of Chromebooks which her students use for Accelerated Math.  This program helps to meet students on their level and gives them access to new ideas that are beyond what the student already knows, but within their reach.  
Mrs. Brangers also volunteers for professional development which helps to expand her knowledge of content and also gives her valuable teaching strategies to engage students.  She most recently volunteered for Kagan training and she uses these strategies regularly in her classroom.  She also shares her strategies regularly in faculty meeting and PLCs.  
Finally, Ms. Brangers is incredibly positive.  She volunteers to help with activities and is always upbeat.  She volunteered last week to bring food for the West Hardin Veterans Day breakfast and she is always the first to get her peers excited about new innovations happening at both the school and district level.  She is helpful to other teachers, offers lesson ideas and works diligently in Professional Learning Communities to improve student learning. 
In short, Ms. Brangers is the type of teacher every principal wants in their building.  She pushes students to do their best and she elevates other teachers as well.
