Subject:     Modified School Schedule for a Student with a Disability

ISSUE:

Admissions and Release Committee (ARC) has determined that a modified school schedule is appropriate for this student.  The student is a child with an Other Health Impairment and is diagnosed with Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder; Epilepsy and recurrent seizures; Idiopathic Hypertension; Insomnia, Lactase Deficiency Syndrome, Papilledema, Pseudo tumor; S/P shunt placement,

Oppositional Defiant Disorder, Sensory Disorder, Compulsive Disorder and Dysthymic Disorder (Chronic Depression). A doctor’s statement recommends the student be on a shortened day while they work on the emotional and physical issues.
FACTS:  
The student is a child with an Other Health Impairment and has been diagnosed with Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder; Epilepsy and recurrent seizures; Idiopathic Hypertension; Insomnia, Lactase Deficiency Syndrome, Papilledema, Pseudo tumor; S/P shunt placement, Oppositional Defiant Disorder, Sensory Disorder, Compulsive Disorder and Dysthymic Disorder (Chronic Depression). The ARC is requesting a modified school schedule that allows him/her to leave school earlier than the normal release time to help decrease symptoms.  Recommended departure time will be 1:07 p.m. when the typical school day ends at 3:30 p.m.
CONCLUSION:

The modified schedule would allow the student the ability to benefit from the general curriculum while at school by being more rested and decreasing symptoms of above listed diagnoses.
RECOMMENDATION:

I move that the Board of Education grant the Admissions and Release Committee’s request for a modified schedule for this student with a disability.
