I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:31 p.m.  Members in attendance were Melissa Butler, Jessica Jones, Rhonda Wilson, Andy Games, and Amy Inman.    BJ Henry, Assistant Principal, was also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 17-17 – Melissa Butler made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Andy Games seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the October 11, 2017 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 17-18 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the October 11, 2017 Regular Session minutes.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the October financial report and activity budget dated October 1-31, 2017, submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 17-19 – Amy Inman made a motion to accept the October financial report and activity budget.  Andy Games seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  Mr. Smallwood shared the following information with the Council. 

A. BBB Poster Contest Award Winner- 11th Grader Callie Hornback:  Callie was honored at a luncheon in Louisville and was accompanied by Mr. Rex Hanson, her Guidance Counselor. 

B. FRYSC Essay Contest Award Winner- 9th Grader, Aryan Casanova:  Aryan wrote her essay while an eighth grader at West Point Elementary.  EHS Assistant Principal, former Principal at West Point Elementary, was featured in the picture honoring Aryan. 

C. Fall Signing Day 2017 – Sarah Hinton signed with Lipscomb University and Spencer Jury signed with Illinois-Springfield:  Sarah Hinton, State runner-up, signed to play golf for Lipscomb University and Spencer signed to play golf for the University of Illinois Springfield.  EHS is proud of both of these student athletes.
III. OLD BUSINESS:  
A. Review and Discussion of District and School Cell Phone Policy:  Mr. Smallwood gave an overview of the proposed cell phone policy which includes some of the changes discussed at the last meeting.  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that he has reviewed this policy with EIS Superintendent, Jon Ballard.  Mr. Ballard has plans to forward the proposed policy to the Kentucky School Boards Association for review.  This policy will be brought before the Council with any recommendations from KSBA. 
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Star 360 Results and Interventions: Mrs. Henry reviewed the EHS Star 360 results with the Council.  Star 360 is administered as a universal screening test to all 9th and 10th graders in reading and in Algebra I and Geometry.  Those students scoring in the 15th percentile or below in reading, and in the 25th percentile or below in math, are placed in intervention.  The Star 360 exams will be given again in January.  
B. PBIS Rewards Participation:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that 77% of EHS students were eligible for PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention and Support) rewards on Friday, October 27, 2017.  Our next Rewards Day will be held on Friday, December 15, 2017.  This rewards day will be held for all students who have no failing grades.  Several activities are planned for the day including games and a movie.  
C. Weekly Communication Home to Families:  Mr. Smallwood discussed this plan with the Council.  Teachers are expected to send communication to parents indicating the classroom lessons and activities that they have planned for each week.  This plan was put into place last year and teachers were expected to continue doing so this year as well.  Mr. Smallwood discussed this with the teachers in the faculty meeting held earlier this afternoon.  
D. KYA Convention – November 16-18, 2017 in Louisville, Kentucky:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that KYA would be taking place on these dates in Louisville, Kentucky.  Mr. Travis Thompson, Y-Club Sponsor, Mrs. BJ Henry, and Mrs. Melissa Butler will also be in attendance as chaperones.  

E. STLP Regional Competition:  Mr. Smallwood discussed the upcoming STLP Regional Competition to be held on Friday, November 16, 2017, in Louisville, Kentucky.  Mrs. Michelle Deon, Mr. Justin Line, and Mr. Tim Maggard will be attending the competition as chaperones.
F. Upcoming EHS Events: Mr. Smallwood shared upcoming events with the Council to include: Sweats Day on November 20th for students who donated a bag of candy for Panther Academy Trick or Treat; Sweats Day on November 21st for students who donated $5.00 or more to United Way; Thanksgiving Break November 22nd through the 24th; November 29th Faculty Meeting; December 6th Faculty meeting and Christmas Social; December 13th and 14th Final Exams; and December 15th Holiday Concert and PBIS Rewards Day.
