Background/Summary of Information
With the continued emphasis on Kindergarten Readiness and seeing what surrounding districts are doing with Preschool student days of attendance, we would like to suggest a change to the amount of days that Preschoolers attend school.  Instead of Preschoolers starting 2 weeks after and ending 2 weeks before all other grade levels, we would like to make this just 1 week both ways starting with the 18-19 school year.  For example, with the draft calendar for 18-19, Preschoolers would start on August 15th and their last day of school would be May 14th.
