STUDENT ACHIEVMENT:
 Map scores compared December to September reveal:
· Kindergarten Reading growth on RIT is less than the assessment score expected and only 22% of all K students are at or above benchmark. Kindergarten math growth is 3 RIT points (on the class average) above the expected and 31% of all K students are at or above benchmark.

· 1st grade Reading growth on RIT is slightly less than expected and 34% of all students are at or above benchmark in reading. 1st grade growth in Math on RIT is 3 points greater than the expected (for the class average score). And 31% of all 1st grade students scored at or above the benchmark score.
· 2nd grade Reading growth is 2 points less than the expected score. And 42% of 2nd grade students are scoring on or above benchmark. In 2nd grade growth Math is to the expected level but students on benchmark or above dropped to 36%.
