He also been parts of teams that have earned Excellence Awards (the highest award at a VEX competition) at competitions.  He has earned three Microsoft Technology Associate certifications – the most of all current EC3 students.  Next year, Josh will be in the Academy at EC3.  He will take a full college course load as a junior.  College classes typically end around noon each day.  His plan is to quickly complete his work and go to the Engineering/Robotics suite to work more.  Josh’s mother notes that he has overcome amazing odds through his school years and says, “Anyone would be amazed how far he has come since he entered preschool at Rineyville Elementary.  He would not be where is today without the amazing staff of Hardin County Schools, especially at Rineyville.”  Bobby Thompson, an instructor at EC3 says that teachers often wonder, "Did I make a difference in that child’s life?"  He says if Rineyville Elementary is asking that last question about Josh, the answer is unequivocally “yes.”  Mr. Thompson says that Josh’s success is what happens when teachers truly invest themselves in their students and don't give up when the going gets tough.   

· Alison Kimble, a special education teacher at Meadow View Elementary School, is genuinely student-centered.  She works with her current and former students before and after the school day and even on weekends.   She creates positive relationships with families and community members.
