Identified Gap # 1


Identified Subpopulation: Females

Description of gap including content area and difference in performance 

level percentages of success: 35% of females in fifth grade Social Studies scored P or D compared to 64% of males scoring proficient or distinguished.

Gap difference divided by 2 = 29%/2 = 14.5%

Identified target for the 2008 – 2010 biennium: 49% of females will perform at the proficient level or above in Social Studies.
Identified Gap #2

Identified Subpopulation: Free Reduced Lunch

Description of gap including content area and difference in performance 

level percentages of success: 4th grade (spring 2008) reading index score for students approved for free and reduced lunch was 89 compared to  reading index score for students not approved for free and reduced lunch was a 108.

Gap difference divided by 2 =19/2=9.5

Identified target for the 2008 – 2010 biennium: Students who are approved for free and reduced lunch will raise index score to 98.5.

Identified Gap #3
Identified Subpopulation: Free and Reduced Lunch

Description of gap including content area and difference in performance level percentages of success: 43h and 5t4th grade  (spring 2008) mathematics index score for students approved for free and reduced lunch were 86 and 96 respectively compared to mathematics index scores of students not approved for free and reduced lunch which was 104 and 114 respectively.

Gap difference divided by 2: 18/2=9

Identified target for the 2008 – 2010 biennium:  Students who are approved for free and reduced lunch will raise the mathematics index scores to 113 and 123.
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
