VI. TES Construction Project/SCHS Proposal
A long meeting regarding TES punch-list items took place at TES on Thursday the 22nd relating to various areas within the school that continue to be unresolved, but addressed with both SCB and Morrell Construction.  Lights and poles are on sight for the SCHS baseball field and will be set (pending weather) the week of the 26th.
VII. Annual Stakeholder Survey
Results of the annual stakeholder survey have been attached to the Superintendent’s Report and will be discussed thoroughly at the Admin Meeting on Tuesday.  One area that is being addressed as we speak is the entrance/foyer at SCES to address an added layer of safety.  Jim will have additional details on projected expense and timeline by the April meeting. 
VIII. Dept. of Transportation Garage
Until we can move further on consideration of this property, a survey was ordered As one of the “hoops” that must be jumped through per state guidelines on the surplus of state property, therefore, I gave Jim permission to have the property surveyed, but do not expect any additional cost before the board has an opportunity to tour and consider formal action.
IX. Dollar General Easement 
As preparations for the new Dollar General Store beside the high school are made, a representative has asked permission for an easement from the BOE.  According to Chenoweth, this easement cannot simply be given as the BOE serves the constituency of Spencer County taxpayers.  Therefore, fair-market value must be addressed either monetarily or of equal value such as a privacy fence.  Open for suggestions here, but fair-market value must first be assessed before action is taken.   
X. Executive Session

XI. NSFY Resolution 

This is an opportunity for a few students of SCHS to take part in a collaborative effort between JCPS, Shelby County, and Bullitt County to replicate an environment much like the I-Lead Academy in Carrollton.  Because of the timing to seize the grant, we must act now, although it continues to be preliminary on behalf of SCPS until we know the direction of public education funding from Frankfort as this is a “match” scenario.  Approximations will fluctuate as final costs will depend on numbers of students to be served throughout the 4-county cooperative, but we have until the fall of 2018 to commit without any monetary contribution as this isn’t expected to become reality until fall of 2019.
