On March 1, 100 students in the East Hardin Middle School 6th Grade Band under the direction of Matt Baucum presented a concert before an audience of 350.
On March 5, 120 students in the North Hardin High Band under the direction of Brian Froedge presented a pre-assessment concert before an audience of nearly 300.
On March 9 & 10, 43 student members of Central Hardin High School Drama Club under the direction of Sarah Dakin and Jared Eaton presented the musical FOOTLOOSE before a student audience of  541 and a public audience of 505.
On March 10, 40 area youth attended the last of three Youth Theatre of Hardin County Winter Workshops in preparation for summer production of SEUSSICAL.
