SUBJECT:  Amending the 2017-18 school calendar

FACTS/DISCUSSION:
1062 hours and 170 days of instruction are required by KRS 158.070.  As a result of school closing on March 21, 2018 because of inclement weather, the last scheduled day for students is Friday, June 1, at which time Hardin County Schools will have met the 1062 hours and 170 days of instruction threshold.  Currently, we have 15.75 hours of banked time.  We can utilize these hours for students only.  District contracts require employees to work a specific number of days.  Staff will make up the March 21 day on June 4 and closing day will be June 5.

Graduation dates at John Hardin, Central Hardin, and North Hardin have already been set for June 1 and June 2, respectively.  Seniors cannot receive a diploma until the school year has officially ended.  By amending the calendar to 172 days, the disruption to the end of the school year will be minimal.
RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Hardin County Board of Education amend the 2017-18 school calendar to include 172 days of instruction, with the last student attendance day occurring on Friday, June 1 and closing day for staff June 5.
