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THE PAC PRESENTED Missoula Children’s Theatre( MCT) -

180 students from 17 different Hardin County middle and elementary schools and LaRue County, Meade County, St. James, Elizabethtown Christian Academy, Elizabethtown Independent and area home schools auditioned before 2 actor/directors from MCT for their production of RUMPELSTILSKIN.  60 students were cast, rehearsed for one week and performed in front of a student audience of 500 and public audience of 375. This is the fifth season the PAC has presented MCT and each year the number of students who audition has grown!  If you haven’t seen an MCT production, don’t miss it next season.  The audition process alone is a show in itself!

Also held in November:

· CHHS Drama Club, 26 cast and 14 crewmembers presented Guys and Dolls, Jr. to a student audience of 587 and a public audience of 270.

· Bluegrass Middle band, 200 students presented their fall band concert to an audience of 610.

· East Hardin Middle School band, 176 students presented their fall band concert to an audience of 600.

· 50 musical theatre students and 45 dancers from Allegro Dance Theatre presented Cinderella Ballet to student audiences totaling 2700+ and a public audience of 550.

· Allegro Dance Theatre’s 17th annual production of Cinderella Ballet, 50 musical theatre students and 45 ballet dancers performed for student audiences totaling over 2700 and a public audience of 550.

· SpringHaven Holiday Concert & Festival of Trees presented the Lexington Philharmonic to a public audience of 500.
