          Ruthie Miller shared with council that Lakewood would be applying for a 21st Century Grant which 

         involves after school activities.  The council expressed excitement at the many opportunities for 

          students if Lakewood should be chosen to receive the grant. 

          Sandy Jaggers expressed her concern about safety for students playing kickball on the asphalt.  

          Council was appreciative of Mrs. Jaggers’ comments and decided to offer alternative activities for 

          students.  Mr. Olive will look at equipment that might be needed or that might already be at 

          Lakewood.  Teachers are encouraged to use the safest available areas for activities – especially

          kickball.  It was also suggested that maintenance be contacted about spraying and mowing the              

          playground on top of hill behind Lakewood so it would be better suited for student activities.
