9.D. Information and discussion regarding facility project updates, bonding status, Growth Nickel, and 08-09 state budget .

Gary Milby explained to the board issues regarding budget status and answered the board's questions regarding contingency funds. 

Mr. Milby explained the nickel tax, equalization and the district facility plan. He explained that the growth nickel levy is based on projected growth and equalization occurs the year after the levy is assessed.  He reminded the Board that they requested a letter be sent to the commissioner asking if the District qualifies for growth nickel status and equalization. At this time we have not received a response. A lengthy discussion was held about facility needs in the District as well as the need to show local effort so as not to jeopardize future state support and funding. After a discussion regarding the need for a motion to proceed at the point of the receipt of the letter from the commissioner the Board decided that they did not want to make a snappy decision and would prefer to wait until the District receives the letter.  A special meeting will be called at a later date to make a decision on this matter.

10. New Business  

The Board received an information paper regarding the Local Planning Committee. There have been four people who have asked to be considered to be on this committee. The Board must choose 3 people. Bobby Lewis answered the Board's questions.

Gary Milby gave the board several RFP's for the renovation of Radcliff Middle School. At the December meeting he would like to opinion from the board whether or not they want to make a decision from the handouts or hear presentations at a later meeting.

Mr. Scott Tubbs stated that he was ok with the information regarding hiring an on staff architect. The Board felt that it is best to leave things as they are.

Mr. Tubbs asked for more research on transportation options. He stated that his is a huge line item in the district's budget.  Mrs. Johnston stated that we run one of the most efficient transportation departments in the state.  Kay Sharon stated that she did not think we should be spinning our wheels on this at this time. It would take too many hours to research. The Board decided that at this time outsourcing is not a good idea.
