V. Discussion regarding school nurses  

Mrs. Morgan explained the situation with Lincoln Trail District Health.  She shared with the Board that the district will be losing the three Medicaid clerks since HCS cannot bill Medicaid.  She shared with the Board that on July 1, 2018, HCS pay $335,000 for student health care costs (nurses salaries).  Then, on January 1, 2019, the nurses can choose to become employees of Cumberland Family Medical Center or HCS.   Cumberland Family Medical Center will contract with the district to provide the health care services.   Cumberland Family Medical Center will also employ three nurse practitioners to provide services, with parental permission, that nurses cannot provide (anything that can be done at a physician's office, except x-rays).  They agreed in principle to begin working with Cumberland Family Medical Center.
