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Held in December:

· CHHS Choral Department under the direction of Samantha Taylor presented “A Hillbilly Christmas” along with performances by Chamber, Concert, Women’s and Women’s Jazz choirs. 65 students participated before an audience of 150.
· St. James School presented their holiday production of The Mystery of Simon Shepherd. 85 students participated before a student audience of 60 and public audience of 475.
· Center Stage Dance Studio. 100 dancers performed in the annual Christmas Gala for an audience of 600.
