June 6, 2018
I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:04 p.m.  Members in attendance were Melissa Butler, Jessica Jones, Rhonda Wilson, Corey Yates, Amy Inman, and Sheldon Lackey.  Jennifer Burnham, EHS Principal-select, and Deanna Lively, SBDM Council teacher representative-elect, were also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 17-51 – Melissa Butler made a motion for the agenda to be adopted with this addition.  Amy Inman seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the May 2, 2018 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 17-52 – Amy Inman made a motion to accept the May 2, 2018 Regular Session minutes.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the May financial report and activity budget dated May 1-31, 2018, submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  A question was raised concerning a negative balance under football allocation.  Mr. Smallwood explained that the overage was due to the purchase of uniforms and would be covered by the football boosters.  Should this overage not be covered by the boosters, it will be covered out of 2018-2019 funds.  ORDER 17-53 – Corey Yates made a motion to accept the May financial report and activity budget.  Melissa Butler seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

E. College/Career Readiness Data for Class of 2018: There were 183 graduating seniors in the class of 2018.  Of those 183 seniors, 127 were college ready; 89 were career ready; and 75 were both college and career ready.  Mr. Smallwood also reported that there were 67 credits earned during this school year by our students through our credit retrieval program.  
F. Handbook/Student Agenda Update:  Mr. Smallwood reviewed changes that were made to the handbook/agenda for the 2018-2019 school year and asked the Council to review.  The Council reviewed the handbook/agenda and several changes were made.  Mr. Smallwood asked the Council to further review and make suggestions for any changes before this is sent to the printer.
