SUBJECT:    Cellular One Wireless Community Investment PTA Grant. 

REQUEST

This is to request permission for Lincoln Trail Elementary to accept a grant award from the Cellular One Wireless Community Investment Grant.

DISCUSSION

Lincoln Trail Elementary School’s PTA applied for the Cellular One Wireless Community Investment PTA Grant during the month of April 2005.  The focus of the grant is for projects supported by local Parent/Teacher Organizations to benefit schools within their service area.  The grant focuses on the school’s Wellness Plan.  The grant stated that the following would be done with the funding:

· Excavate, gravel and Asphalt 1/8 mile walking track

· Program documents

· Program incentives-recognition for participant achievements

· Outdoor brochure display case (to be used to place information from Hardin Memorial Hospital)

· Outdoor fitness equipment

· Heart rate monitors (30)

· Pedometers (75)

· On-going program maintenance

The proposal stated the following objectives:

1. Develop proper values, priorities, and supporting habits in children ranging in ages from 5-12…Adult personalities, base academic and health habits, are established during this developmental period of time.

2. Establish proper balance of health and education that will prepare children for a successful future (which are both dependent upon each other).

3. Develop balanced, healthy, educated, and socially developed, future community members, who will positively impact the private and business communities.

4. The program has four phases to include installing the walking track and dedicating it in the memory of a former Kindergarten Teacher, Mrs. Pat French; begin an all inclusive walking program, develop a data base, and finally implement on-going programs to support the health and well being of all.

The school was awarded the grant on July 28, 2005.  The total amount of the award is $5,000.  The grant and budget along with the check have been submitted to the finance department.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Coordinator of Grant Applications & Reporting recommends that Lincoln Trail Elementary be allowed to accept the Cellular One Wireless Community Investment PTA Grant.
