August 18, 2005

MINUTES

The Hardin County Board of Education met at 65 W.A. Jenkins Road at 5:00 p.m. on the 18th day of August 2005 with the following members present:

Joe Fowler, Byron Nelson, Kay Sharon, and Scott Tubbs.

Chairman Joe Fowler called the meeting to order.  Mr. Fowler announced that Marilyn Brown has resigned from the board because of personal reasons.  The board has accepted her resignation and the Kentucky Department of Education has been contacted so that they can start the process of appointment of a new board member.

Mr. Fowler also explained that the superintendent and the board had a retreat on August 12-13.  They want to be a board that governs instead of a board that manages.  Mr. Tim Holt with the KY School Board Association facilitated a training session at this Retreat to help the board make the transformation.  Mr. Fowler explained that this process will take some time but wanted everyone to know that there will be some changes in the next year with the format of the board meetings.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – Mr. Fowler asked if anyone in the audience wished to address the board.  No requests were made.

FOCUS ON ACADEMICS – Mr. Ron Bryan gave the board a summary of the NCLB results.  He gave specific strategies that some of the schools are doing to help increase test scores.  Mr. Bryan also informed the board that the CATS data would be released in mid to late September.

ORDER #9434 – APPROVAL FOR MONEY TO BE PUT IN THE WORKING BUDGET FOR ROOF REPAIRS – Mr. Bill Day and Mr. David Wyatt explained to the board that the district has a roofing consultant surveying all of the roofs in the district.  They informed the board that there are several roofs in the district that are in the critical repair stage.  Mr. Day requested that the board approve $1.2 million in the working budget to make repairs to roofs that are in the critical stage and also approve a roof budget of $300,000 per year for the next few years to maintain our roof systems so that the district is not constantly battling leaks in our classrooms.  The motion was made by Mr. Fowler and seconded by Ms. Sharon to approve money in the working budget to cover the roof systems that are in critical need and approve extra money in the budget in the next few years to maintain roofs.  Mr. Day and the superintendent will be responsible for the amount.  The board informed the superintendent that they did not want to state $1.2 million and then it costs $1.5 million.  They want the superintendent to wait until the survey is complete and then a final figure could be stated.

LPC COMMITTEE MEETING – Mr. Fowler announced that the Local Planning Committee would be having a meeting on August 31.  Mr. Lewis explained to the board the LPC process and the committee make-up.  Mr. Fowler informed the audience that Mr. Nelson was serving on the LPC representing the board. 

Mr. Fowler announced that the board would start having routine working sessions after board meeting sometimes.  These meetings are open to the public and will be announced in advance.

ORDER #9435 - ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, the motion was made by Mr. Nelson and seconded by Ms. Sharon to adjourn the meeting.
