· Anna Noble, a New Highland Elementary School fourth grader, will receive the Yes I Can! Award from the Kentucky Council for Exceptional Children in November.  Anna was adopted when she was four years old.  Her mother, Cynthia Noble, has adopted a total of three children.  All of them have physical challenges.  However, that has not hampered their success and growth – in and out of the classroom.  After her arrival, Anna underwent several surgeries, enrolled in school and began to learn English.  Despite all of her adversity, Anna has a positive attitude.  She is always happy and her teachers have never met a child more determined to succeed.  Anna has written a book called “My Life.”  She details her obstacles and her victories in the book.  It caught the attention of the Yes I Can! Award organizers and they will present it to her in the fall.  
· Veronica Keeler is a special education teacher at New Highland Elementary School.  She has guided Anna along the way and has never told Anna that anything was impossible.  She is dedicated to not only Anna’s success, but the success of all of her students.  Her enthusiasm in contagious and is helping Anna’s dreams become a reality.    
· Bluegrass Cellular once again championed the Don’t Miss the Bus school supply drive.  The marketing and promotions team at Bluegrass Cellular organize the event by seeking businesses and organizations to act as supply drop-off locations.
