VI. TES/SCHS Project
As TES floors continue to be an area of concern, another option to consider is a color-specific overlay similar to the flooring in the media center and front office.  We should also have the estimates for the Reading Recovery window by the time of the meeting, along with a plan of action.  Justin will be present to discuss specifics of the SCHS project as we prepare for bid.  Next month, we will award the contract and call a meeting of the Finance Corp to sell bonds once we have the figures from the bid opening.  Bid schedule is attached to this report for your convenience.
VII. Assessment
Although embargoed, assessment scores have arrived.  Without comparative data, the new format is difficult to understand limiting us to comparing longitudinal data; which in many cases is a mixed bag of positives and negatives.  It’s obvious after looking at where the emphasis was last year as elementary math show great strides.  However, math at SCMS show declines in each of the three grades from prior years.  Reading benchmarks at TES, SCES, and SCMS all recorded all-time highs, but writing continues to be a point of concern, along with science which hasn’t been assessed until now since 2013-2014.
