August 15, 2018
I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Jennifer Burnham made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:02 p.m.  Members in attendance were Jessica Jones, Deanna Lively, Rhonda Wilson, Corey Yates, Andy Games, Amy Inman, and Sheldon Lackey.    
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 18-11 – Andy Games made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Amy Inman seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the July 18, 2018 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 18-12 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the July 18, 2018 Regular Session minutes.  Amy Inman seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the July financial report and activity budget dated July 1-31, 2018, submitted by Saundra Dailey, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 18-13 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the July financial report and activity budget.  Amy Inman seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  Ms. Burnham shared the following information with the Council. 

A. Ayesha Nasir – Youth Salute Finalist:  Ayehsa has been named a Youth Salute Finalist and will compete at the State level.  Two students from the state of Kentucky will be selected as National Finalists.
B. AP:  Ms. Burnham shared the results of AP testing from the 2017-2018 school year.  603 college credit hours were earned by our students based on the results of their AP scores.  
III. OLD BUSINESS:  
A. Revise Section 6 – as of 8/15/18: Revised Section 6 budget was reviewed.  ORDER 18-14 – Rhonda Wilson made a motion to accept the revised Section 6 budget.  Andy Games seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 

A. AP for 17-18: Ms. Burnham further reviewed the AP exam information with the Council including test score results by course. 
B. ACT:  ACT results for the March 2018 exam were discussed.  Our composite score was a 20.5, down from a high of 22.1 last year.  The Council discussed ways to improve our scores and help our student be better prepared for the exam.  
C. Current CCR Schedule:  The current CCR schedule was reviewed with the Council.  The way in which students are assigned to CCR was discussed. 
D. EHS Drama/Theatre Guild:  The Council reviewed a statement from Ms. Carmen Caldera-Brzoska stating the reasons she has requested that the Drama Club change its name to the EHS Drama/Theatre Guild.  This title will reflect the future goals of the group’s plans to explore, learn, and participate in all aspects of the theatre.  
E. 18-19 Enrollment Summary:  Ms. Burnham reviewed the enrollment summary for EHS as of this date.  Currently our enrollment stands at 759.  
F. Belle and Homecoming:  Ms. Burnham discussed the dates for the Belle of Louisville and Football Homecoming.  Homecoming is set for Friday, September 21st, and the Belle will be held on Saturday, September 22nd.  The Council discussed the need, in the future, to schedule Homecoming during the month of October.  
G. Fall Testing – September 11th and 12th (9th grade ITBS; 10th & 11th grade Practice ACT; 12th grade ASVAB):   Ms. Burnham reviewed these dates with the Council.  
V. PERSONNEL:   
Ms. Burnham discussed the following open positions: 
A. Review of Open Positions: Ms. Burnham informed the Council that the third coaching position, previously held by Mr. Hodge, has been merged with Ms. Lively’s position as Assistant Academic Team Coach.  Mr. Alvin Hayes has resigned as Assistant Track Coach.  There are two open positions for assistant baseball coach, as well as open positions for assistant football coach, and 9th grade volleyball coach.  
B. Website Coordinator:  David Grossman has accepted this position.  
C. IA – Library Media:  Ms. Hartlage has decided to remain in her position as IA in the Library/Media Center therefore; this position is no longer open. 

D. IA – Special Education: This position will be discussed in closed session. 
At 4:49 p.m., Corey Yates asked a question about applicants for one of the open positions.  Rhonda Wilson made a motion for the Council to go into closed session.
