Subject:     Modified School Schedule for a Student with a Disability

ISSUE:

Admissions and Release Committee (ARC) has determined that a modified school schedule is appropriate for this student.  The student is a child with an Other Health Impairment (ADHD, combined type and Autism Spectrum Disorder).  He or she also has a history of seizures.  A doctor’s statement recommends the student to have a shortened school day in order to attend outside therapies to help with concerns related to socially inappropriate behaviors.
FACTS:  
The student is a child with socially inappropriate behavior and has an Other Health Impairment and has been diagnosed with ADHD and Autism.  The ARC is requesting a modified school schedule that allows him/her to arrive at school later than the normal time on Monday, Wednesday and Friday to allow the student time to attend outside therapies.   Recommended start time will be 12:30 p.m. when the typical school day starts at 8:00 a.m.  Student will be in attendance for full school day on Tuesday and Thursday (8:00-3:00).
CONCLUSION:

The modified schedule would allow the student the ability to benefit from the general curriculum while at school by learning additional strategies and having more supports with the outside therapists.
RECOMMENDATION:

I move that the Board of Education grant the Admissions and Release Committee’s request for a modified schedule for this student with a disability.
