I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A. B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 18-23 – Andy Games made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the October 10, 2018 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 18-24 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the October 10, 2018 Regular Session minutes.  Sheldon Lackey seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the October financial report and activity budget dated October 1-31, 2018, submitted by Saundra Dailey, EHS bookkeeper. ORDER 18-25 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the September financial report and activity budget. Corey Yates seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  Ms. Burnham shared the following information with the Council. 

A. EHS November Student of the Month:  Noah Peeler was named EHS November Student of the Month and will be recognized by the Board of Education at the November meeting. 
B. MIT Grant:  The EHS Capstone class was awarded $10,000 for their confined space personal safety monitor.  They have applied for a patent for their invention.  Ms. Burnham also announced that EHS has been named a College Success Award Winning school.  This award recognizes high schools that have a successful track record of going beyond simply graduating students to helping them enroll in college and succeed once they get there.  
C. Academic:  Ms. Burnham reviewed our High School Accountability Scores and TSI status with the Council.  These scores include our Proficiency rating, transition readiness, and graduation rate, as well as TSI groups and plan. 
D. Athletic: Ms. Burnham announced that Sarah Been has been the Kentucky Winner of the Wendy’s Heisman Award.  Also, our football team is playing in the second round of play-offs, and the all-state boys and girls soccer games will be held here at EHS in the next few weeks.

D. Student Posters:  The Council discussed the need for guidelines to be put in place regarding the hanging of posters throughout the building.  Each group/club should follow the same guideline when creating and hanging posters throughout the building.  The Council decided that a template should be created which will allow only the following to be included on posters: the name of the group/club, time and date of meeting, location of the meeting, topic to be discussed during the meeting, and the group/club sponsor’s name.  The template was approved by the Council.  
E. Dress Code Policy:  Ms. Burnham informed the Council that the dress code policy needs to be reviewed.  A committee will be formed to discuss these changes which will be presented to the Council.
