Request approval for Rineyville Elementary School fifth grade students and sponsors to take an educational trip to Frasier National History Museum and Louisville Slugger Museum via commercial carrier service on Thursday, April 9, 2009.

In accordance with policy 09.36, I request approval for Rineyville fifth grade students and sponsors to take a school related trip to the Frasier National History Museum and Louisville Slugger Museum. This trip is tentatively scheduled for Thursday, April 9, 2009.    Students and chaperones will leave on a private motor coach bus at 8:00 am on Thursday morning.  We arrive back at school at approximately 5:30 p.m. on Thursday evening.  The day will start with the Frasier National History Museum and will include a school sack picnic lunch at this stop.   We will proceed to the Louisville Slugger Museum / Factory.   This tremendous educational opportunity is one that the fifth grade students at Rineyville look forward to taking as an extension of our standards based classroom learning.  

Cost for students will be $9.50, however through various fundraisers, the cost of the motor coach and $5.50 will be covered.   Therefore, students will only have to pay $4.00.  The parent/chaperones will pay $10.00, which includes admissions, fees,  and coach transportation.  Fundraising opportunities and sponsorship subsidies have been available to all students.

This trip allows students the opportunity to put into practice the life skills that have been taught in our classrooms.
