REPORTS TO: Director of Transportation
JOAL GOALS: Ride a school bus for exceptional children and assist school bus driver in maintaining discipline while bus is in operation. 
PERFORMANCE RESPONSIBILITIES: 
Assists exceptional children on and off the bus and escorts children across street when applicable. 

Lifts children as required. Operates equipment, including wheelchairs, tie-downs, seat belts, harnesses, mechanical lift and other adaptive equipment as necessary.
Assures that a responsible adult meets students leaving the bus. 

Assists driver in assuring seat belts, harnesses and wheel chair clamps are secured as required. 

Assists parents and school personnel with safe loading and unloading of students; coordinates seating of exceptional students as required by State Transportation Guidelines. 

Consults with and assists bus driver in documentation of student information, record-keeping and completing route surveys. 

Attends in-service meetings and training courses as assigned. 

Monitors and assists students while bus is in operation. 

Maintains current knowledge of Emergency Evacuation procedures. 

Communicates with classroom aides, teachers, principals, and parents concerning student background, medical problems and behavior as appropriate. 

Maintains proper records and documentation and communicates effectively both orally and in writing.

Demonstrates regular attendance and punctuality. 

Adheres to the appropriate code of ethics. 

Performs other duties consistent with the position assigned as may be requested by the 

Superintendent.
