TITLE: MAINTENANCE TECHNICIAN I 
QUALIFICATIONS: Any combination equivalent to: high school diploma, G.E.D. Certificate or demonstrated progress toward obtaining a G.E.D. as required by Kentucky law and two years general maintenance experience. Valid Kentucky driver's license. 
REPORTS TO: Supervisor of Maintenance 

JOB GOALS: Perform skilled maintenance, repair and construction of District buildings and equipment in one or more craft or trade; assist other trades personnel as needed and work independently in trades such as painting, glazing and plastering. 
PERFORMANCE RESPONSIBLILTIES: 
Performs skilled crafts work in one or more specialties such as painting, glazing and plastering. 
Performs a variety of maintenance and repairs; works independently as instructed or assists other skilled trade personnel to maintain school buildings, facilities and grounds in proper condition. 

Performs a variety of building maintenance duties including repairing carpeting, drapers, plaster and drywall, repairing or replacing air vents, screens, barriers, skylights and lockers, replacing ceramic, ceiling and floor tile and performing minor or emergency roof repairs; removes and boards broken windows. 

Maintains grounds, facilities and equipment including installing and repairing wire fences, mesh wires, signs and playground equipment. 

Repairs, assembles, installs and assists in the construction of doors, partitions, furniture, counters, bulletin boards, chalk boards, shelving and other items; sets up for special events; moves furniture. 

Performs cement work such as mixing, pouring and finishing cement; patches asphalt and cement; lays and repairs asphalt. 

Prepares surfaces for painting; applies finishes and coverings using brushes, rollers, spray equipment and cutters as necessary. 

Performs routine maintenance and repairs on doorknobs, locks, hinges, closures, strike plates and panic bars. 

Maintains routine records of maintenance activities. 

Operates a variety of equipment and machines such as trucks, saws, drills, sanders, pipe threads, welding equipment and other hand and power tools; operates a forklift as required. 

Demonstrates regular attendance and punctuality. 

Performs related duties as assigned. 
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Adheres to the appropriate code of ethics. 

Performs other duties consistent with the position assigned as may be requested by the Superintendent.
