· We are collaborating with WKU and hosting teacher candidates during their Spring 2019 semester.  Students are in the building on Mondays and Thursdays.
· Get Moving Morningside was held on January 29th, 6:00 - 7:15.
· STLP Regional Competition was held.  Our students will advance to the State Competition. 
· February 4th was Panther Rewards Day.
· February 5th & February 9th, MES hosted the District Governor’s Cup Academic Competition.
· Progress reports went home February 13th.
· The Student Council sold candy grams the first two weeks of February.  Over $500 was raised. Proceeds benefited the Hardin Memorial Health Pet Therapy Program.
· Classes held Valentine’s Day parties on Feb. 14.
· PTO donated shirts to students for Fun Run/Field Day.

· PTO is hosting a Father/Daughter dance, “Enchanted” on March 1st.

Tim Mudd presented to Council year to date budget for Section 6, General Fund, and the District Activity account.

Tim Mudd presented an update on Staff Professional Development for 2019-20. Information covered included:

· 3 hours of writing PD will be given by Mrs. Hayes, Mrs. Line, and Mrs. Paulsen (funnelling information gathered from Abell & Atherton PD they attended in January)
