ORDER 18-39 – Amy Inman made a motion to accept the January financial report and activity budget. Rhonda Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

A. Student of the Month:  Laikyn Walker was named EHS February Student of the Month and will be recognized by the Board of Education at the February meeting.
