SUBJECT:  Amending the 2018-19 school calendar

FACTS/DISCUSSION:
1062 hours and 170 days of instruction are required by KRS 158.070.  As of 3/21/19, the last scheduled day for students is Monday, June 3rd, at which time Hardin County Schools will have met the 1062 hours and 170 days of instruction threshold.  
RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Hardin County Board of Education amend the 2018-19 school calendar to 172 days of instruction. This will allow our high schools to have graduations ceremonies in which seniors will receive their diploma without having to return to the school.  Seniors cannot receive a diploma until the school year has officially ended.  By amending the calendar to 172 days, the disruption to the end of the school year will be minimal.
Because of retirement and contractual obligations, Organizational Day for employees will be June 4.
MOTION:

I move that the Hardin County Board of Education amend the 2018-19 school calendar to include 172 days of instruction, with the last student attendance day occurring on Friday, May 31, 2109.
