· GC Burkhead Elementary School Teacher Michelle Richardson has been instrumental in helping the district plan for new Social Studies standards.  She has organized meetings and helped lead elementary school Social Studies teachers through district-wide Professional Learning Communities prepare and provide input to the Kentucky Department of Education.  Her work has given HCS teachers an advantage in an effort to hit the ground running when the standards are passed by the Kentucky General Assembly. · Cumberland Health has opened a Healthy Kids Clinic in each school and is teaming with current HCS school nurses.  The clinic has a medical director to provide standing orders so children will be able to receive over-the-counter medications such as Tylenol, Ibuprofen, antacids, etc., from the school nurse if the symptoms warrant that type of medication.  Healthy Kids Clinic nurse practitioners are available if children have more severe symptoms and parent permission is given to treat the child in that manner.  Students can also receive well-child examinations, dental services, immunizations and behavioral health services if parents so chose for those services to be provided.  HCS students, parents, and staff have given these services rave reviews and have been extremely complimentary of the fantastic service, compassion and professionalism that the nurses and nurse practitioners have provided across the district.
