FACTS/DISCUSSION:

702 KAR 7:140, School District Calendar.

Related Kentucky Revised Statutes: 158.060, 158.070

…In addition to the minimum 1,062 hour instructional term, the school calendar shall include days equal to the greatest number of days missed system-wide in the local school district over the preceding five (5) school years.

During the 2008/2009 school year, the Hardin County Schools missed a total of nine (9) days due to inclement weather and/or emergencies.  The existing calendar contains only six (6) make-up days based on previous days missed due to inclement weather. The current school year must be considered if it contains the highest number of missed days.  The 2008/2009 school year has the highest total of days missed over the past five years.  The 2009/2010 school calendar must contain at least nine (9) make-up days in order to be in accordance with 702 KAR 7:140.
