Subject:     Modified School Schedule for a Student with a Disability

ISSUE:

Admissions and Release Committee (ARC) has determined that a modified school schedule is appropriate for this student.  The student is a child with multiple disabilities and is diagnosed with Mitocondrial disease, seizures, autism and asthma.  A doctor’s statement recommends the student attend half day for four days per week to foster educational growth while protecting health and overall well-being.  Student also has a health plan to help manage seizures. 
FACTS:  
The student is a child with multiple disabilities (functional mental disability and other health impairment) and has been diagnosed with Mitocondrial disease, seizures, autism and asthma.  The ARC is requesting a modified school schedule that allows him/her to leave school earlier than the normal departure time to foster educational growth while protecting health and overall well-being as well as having one day when he/she will begin later and one day of no attendance.  The recommended schedule will be: Monday: 7:35-12:00, Tuesday: 7:35-10:30, Wednesday: NO SCHOOL (Medical recommendation), Thursday: 7:35-12:00 and Friday- 10:00-2:00.  The typical school day for this student would be 7:35 a.m. until 2:20 p.m. 
CONCLUSION:

The modified schedule would allow the student the ability to benefit from the general curriculum while at school by being more rested and decreasing the likelihood of early morning seizures and conserving energy, as well as protecting overall health. 
RECOMMENDATION:

I move that the Board of Education grant the Admissions and Release Committee’s request for a modified schedule for this student with a disability.
