Subject:     Modified School Schedule for a Student with a Disability

ISSUE:

Admissions and Release Committee (ARC) has determined that a modified school schedule is appropriate for this student.  The student is a child with an identified Functional Mental Disability (fMD) under IDEA classification, the medical diagnoses of 14Q11.2 deletion of chromosomal abnormality, and as of August 2015, autism.  Historically, the student suffered from seizures.  A physician’s statement notes it to be medically necessary for the student to attend school four days per week due to issues related to above stated diagnoses.  
FACTS:  
The student is a child with an identified FMD under IDEA and medically diagnosed with 14Q11.2 deletion of chromosomal abnormality and autism.  A history of seizures is noted.  The ARC recommends a modified school schedule that allows the student to attend school on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday of each school week to allow student not to regress from previous progress. 
CONCLUSION:

The modified schedule would allow the student the ability to benefit from the general curriculum while at school as noted by the physician for her medically diagnosed condition(s).  
RECOMMENDATION:

I move that the Board of Education grant the Admissions and Release Committee’s request for a modified schedule for this student with a disability.
