Creekside Elementary School-5th grade Trip
REQUEST ISSUE:

During fifth grade, students spend a considerable amount of time studying US History and state history in preparation for the Social Studies state assessment in the spring.  A natural extension of this learning would be for our students to experience first-hand places in our state where they can learn about our state and national history.  The fifth grade teachers at Creekside Elementary School are requesting to allow students to take a 2 night trip to Natural Arch, Yahoo Falls, Martin Station, Cumberland Gap, Iron Furnace, and Cumberland Falls via commercial carrier on April 22, 23, 24, 2020.  
Day 1-Students will travel from school to Natural Arch for lunch and a short hike.  Students will also visit Yahoo Falls on this day before arriving at JH Feltner 4-H Camp for the night.  
Day 2-Students will visit Martin Station with a guided tour of the Fort, Iron Furnace and Cumberland Gap with a hike on the Tri-State Trail.  Students will also stay at JH Feltner 4-H Camp. 
Day 3-Students pack up to leave the 4-H Camp and visit Cumberland Falls before eating lunch and departing for home.  
We are requesting to travel via commercial bus for the trip.
 Approximate Cost
Because of limited resources, our students will be participating in fund-raising opportunities.  The base cost for the student is $120.  Children who have financial difficulties will be matched with a sponsor to help with their expenses.  No children are left behind due to their financial situation.  
Attendance:
Approximately 80 Creekside Elementary School fifth grade students, approx. 20 parents, and 5 staff members along with Mrs. Atcher from the administration team will be going on the trip.
