Consulted on the hiring of a first grade teacher, a fifth grade teacher, a preschool instructional assistant, and two ESS daytime-waiver instructional assistants for the 2018-19 school year.  During the spring, the Council also consulted on the hiring of a part-time preschool teacher and preschool instructional assistant. Success Stories
The following are just a few of the successes of the Creekside Elementary community from the 2018-19 school year:
· Physical Education teacher, Allen Brawner, was nominated for National All Star Teacher through Project Fit America

· Held a Jumpstart program to introduce incoming Kindergartners and their parents to our school and their teachers.  

· Partnered with our Military Partners in Education for activities on the first day of school, field day, Read Across America week, Career Day, and through Holiday Assistance.  

· Successfully implemented the Raptor System in the front office to provide increased safety and security when signing guests in to the building.  

· Enjoyed a visit from US Congressman Brett Guthrie, who spoke with Creekside 5th graders about the Constitution and the American Government
· The Academic Team placed 1st overall at the District Competition and advanced to Regionals.  At the District Competition, the team had nine individual students place across the various academic events.  The Future Problem Solving Team also finished in 2nd place.
· Hosted both a school-level VEX Robotics competition and the State Elementary VEX Robotics Championship event

· The 5th grade boys’ basketball team was winner of the district championship and continued on to compete in an Elizabethtown league securing a second championship for the season.  They remained undefeated for the past two seasons.  
· Successful seasons were had by our 3rd/4th grade boys’ basketball team and our girls’ volleyball team.  
· Held a Veterans’ Appreciation Breakfast in November to recognize and celebrate the military families and stakeholders within our community.  All families and veterans were further celebrated during a school-wide parade.  
· Honored the military community and our Partner in Education, the Human Resources Command-Officer Personnel Management Directorate, during a Veterans Day event.

· 5th grader Thatcher Edlin won the school 4th and 5th grade spelling bee and went on to compete in the Hardin County Spelling Bee.  Kinsley Anderson won the school 1st and 2nd grade spelling bee and Trevon Smith won the 3rd grade spelling bee.  Both Kinsley and Trevon went on to represent Creekside at the  North Central Kentucky Spelling Bowl.

· The fitness team received nine individual medals at the Marine Corp Physical Fitness event.  The primary team finished third overall while the intermediate team finished fifth overall.  

· Held an Internet Safety Night where information was shared with parents about keeping students safe online.  The guest presenter was HCS Instructional Technology Coordinator Brandy New.
· Hosted two Wellness Nights and partnered with outside agencies, to promote healthy living.

· Hosted Career Day, which brought in professionals and agencies across the region, to expose students to new and innovative career opportunities.

· Held the Spring Arts Expo where students across all grade levels were invited to share their talents in the areas of music and art and other performances.
· Held scrimmage KPREP tests in the spring for all students in grades 3-5. 

· Club Day, a part of the school’s PBIS initiative, provided K-5 students with an opportunity to explore a variety of interests while being recognized for their exceptional behavior.  These club days were held the final Friday of each calendar month.
· Over the course of the school year, gains were made in the percentage of students “on grade level” as indicated by the reading and math MAP scores in five grade levels.   
· Served approximately 100 students through the school’s ESS program, between both daytime waiver and afterschool services. 
· Celebrated student successes at quarterly awards ceremonies.

· Held a KPREP “All Stars” themed rally in the week preceding KPREP tests.  All students in grades 3-5 and all staff were provided with blue All Star 1 Bruin shirts to wear during testing.  

· The Upton Masonic Lodge donated seven bicycles to award students with perfect attendance during the third and fourth quarters.  

· Held successful Boosterthon Fun Run fundraiser to provide additional funds for Physical Education, Art, and Music materials and supplies.
· Held two student assemblies focused on character building and work ethic.  

· Students traveled to learning opportunities across the area.  Our preschoolers visited the post office and traveled to Rineyville for a Preschool Derby event.
