B. AREAS ADDRESSED:  
· Master schedule reflects opportunities for students to have small group and whole group exposure to core subjects as well as Intervention and Enrichment, ESS and KSI. 
· MAP Assessment administered in Math, Reading, during the fall, winter, and spring for all students.  Data was compiled in all areas and growth was monitored.  We saw growth in our students throughout the school year as evidenced by MAP data/reports. and appendix information. Reading continues to be an area of focus for supporting our students.
· MAP results reviewed with the SBDM Council fall, winter, and spring. KSI and ESS adjustments were made as data was discussed each nine weeks and as students transitioned into NPES. 
· Because of the need of current students, Heggerty Phonemic Awareness program was implemented and Moby Max will be utilized school-wide in 2019-2020 for intervention and progress monitoring in reading and math. Other subjects are also available. This will replace Dreambox Math.
