Time and Place of Bidding

Bids will be received in the office of the Superintendent, Hardin County Board of Education, 65 WA Jenkins Rd., Elizabethtown, KY  42701, until 9:00 am, on May 1, 2009. All bids must be received by the time designated in the invitation and none will be considered thereafter. Company name and bid name must be on the outside of the envelope with the envelope sealed.

At the specified time stated below, all bids, which are in order, properly signed, etc, shall be opened and read aloud. Any interested parties may attend. No immediate decision shall be rendered concerning the proposals submitted. Bids will be opened in public on May 1, 2009, at 9:00 am at the Hardin County Board of Education, 65 WA Jenkins Rd, in Elizabethtown, KY.

Awarding the Contract

No bid shall be withdrawn for a period of sixty days after scheduled closing time.

After the bids have been tabulated and studied, the Superintendent, Associate Superintendent for Finance and Support, or the Director of Transportation may interview agents and/or company representatives concerning their bid.

The board will give formal consideration to these bids at the regular meeting in May.

Specifications

General specifications and Kentucky State fuel specifications are included with this packet.

Any bid to be considered must be submitted on the attached bid form.

The price paid by the Hardin County Board of Education for fuel will be based on the rack average net price as published weekly by the Oil Price Information Service (OPIS) for pad 2 plus the differential bid amount of the contracted firm and applicable taxes.

Terms Used in the Invitation for Bid

Wholesale Terminal Price – is the average net price per gallon as printed in the most recent Oil Price Information Service (OPIS) pad 2 report for the Louisville, Kentucky terminal.

The Differential Bid – means the price to be added or subtracted from the average per gallon fuel price as printed in the most recent OPIS Pad 2 reports at the Louisville, Kentucky terminal.

Hold Harmless- The vendor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Hardin County Board of Education, its officers, agents and employees from:  any failure of the vendor, its officers, or employees to observe federal and state laws.

Pricing- Under the terms of this contract, the Hardin County Board of Education will only pay vendors average wholesale terminal cost, and for purposes of this contract will be the average price for the particular fuel product established by the weekly publications of the Oil Price Information Service (OPIS) Pad 2 Report for the appropriate terminal location identified in the contract. The weekly wholesale terminal price will be set by the posted overall average price per fuel product as published by OPIS. The Hardin County Board of Education will only recognize and accept this published average price and any amount in excess of the published OPIS overall average price will not be accepted for payment.

The above OPIS based wholesale terminal price will be determined by the most current and applicable OPIS publication. OPIS collects terminal pricing on Thursdays of a given week. This wholesale terminal price information is then printed and mailed to OPIS subscribers. The published prices based on the previous Thursday’s terminal information will be the governing wholesale terminal price for Monday-Sunday.

The published OPIS Pad 2 Report identifies wholesale price information by terminal location, refinery, and price of each type of fuel product. The report also states the overall average terminal price for each type of fuel product. The published overall average price will be the maximum wholesale terminal price acceptable for payment by the Hardin County Board of Education.

The following information is furnished to aid bidders in preparing their bids:

Winning bid vendor will be responsible for servicing and maintaining all existing pumps at no additional cost to the district.

Diesel fuel will be purchased in full transport truckloads in quantities sufficient to operate a fleet of one hundred seventy-eight (200) school buses running approximately 16,000 miles per day.

This bid will be good for the period from July 1, 2009, through June 30, 2012. During the bid period, there will be the option to renew annually upon mutual agreement from both parties. 

All deliveries must be made within 24 hours of the time the order is placed.

The vendor shall be responsible for all damage and costs resulting from spillage, which may occur during transit or unloading operation.

Billing- Vendors must agree to submit accurate and itemized invoices supporting each transaction. The invoice must clearly state itemized fixed-fee differential and applicable taxes.

Discounts for prompt payment will not be a consideration in award of the contract. Purchase orders/invoices are approved at the monthly Board meeting, usually on the third Thursday of each month. Checks are mailed the following business day. Invoices received by the 20th of the month will be paid at the following month’s Board meeting.

In addition to accurately presenting an itemized unit product price, the assurance of correct quantity of purchase by fuel product must also be clearly stated on the invoice.  

Quantity units of delivered product volume must also be supported for each transaction.


All deliveries must be made to the location(s) as requested.  Delivery agents will write on the delivery ticket the clock gauge reading before and after delivery. The delivery ticket will also include the totalizer number on the pump at the time of delivery.

All invoices must show the Board of Education’s date of delivery, delivery location and list items delivered by item name.

The assurance of correct billable quantity must be supported by a receiving ticket signed by a Hardin County Schools employee.

GENERAL BID INSTRUCTIONS AND CONDITIONS

ACCEPTANCE OF BIDS

The Board of Education reserves the right to accept any bid, to reject any or all bids, to waive any irregularities or informalities in bids received where such acceptance, rejection or waiver is considered to be in its best interest. The Board of Education also reserves the right to reject any bids where evidence or information submitted by the bidder does not provide satisfactory proof that the bidder is qualified to carry out the details of the contract.

BID DOCUMENTS

Bid forms are provided with this “Invitation to Bid”. All proposals must be submitted on the “Bid Form”. In order to qualify your bid, it shall be in a sealed envelope clearly marked “Gas & Diesel Bid” and company name. The Certificate of Compliance shall be signed and stapled to the Bid Form as page one and the Bid Form shall be signed. The Conflict of Interest Form must also be completed, signed and included with bid.

SPECIFICATIONS

Specifications are attached and are a part of this proposal. All material or services furnished must be in conformity with the specifications and will be subject to inspection and approval of the Superintendent after delivery. The right is reserved to reject and return at the risk and expense of the supplier, any item which may be defective or fail to comply with these specifications.

It is important that each person submitting a bid follow carefully the specifications detailed herewith. The bidder is instructed to complete all blanks and spaces where information concerning any item is requested. Only items meeting the requirements are to be quoted on the regular bid form.

The Board of Education reserves the right to waive compliance of any material or services with any particular specification where such waiver is considered to be in its best interest, including but not limited to cases where such waiver is necessary due to technical errors or inconsistencies in the preparation for such specifications.

PERFORMANCE BOND

The Board of Education reserves the right to determine the ability of any bidder to perform the work, and any bidder shall, upon request, furnish such information as may be necessary to determine such ability, including performance bond, if requested.

EXCUSE FOR NON-PERFORMANCE

The successful vendor(s) shall be excused from performing hereunder during the time and to the extent that they are prevented from obtaining, delivering or performing in the customary way because of fire, strike, partial or total interruption of, loss or shortage of transportation facilities, lockout, commandeering of raw materials, products, plants, or facilities by the government when satisfactory evidence thereof is presented to the other party, providing it is not due to the fault or negligence of the party not performing.

PENALTIES

In case of default by the vendor, the Board of Education may procure the articles or services from other sources and may deduct from any unpaid balance due the vendor the amount of the excess cost so paid, and the price paid shall be considered the prevailing market price at the time such purchase is made.

TAXES

The Federal Excise Tax and the Kentucky Sales and Use Tax are not to be imposed as the Board of Education will furnish the successful bidder with proper tax exemption certificates upon request.

PRODUCT EVALUATION

Items will be disqualified that do not meet specifications or the accepted equal. If a product is purchased and it is later established that said product fails to comply with these specifications and conditions, the item will be rejected and returned to the supplier at the supplier’s expense. No item shall be considered satisfactory that does not conform to our usual accepted methods, use, application, storage, handling or delivery. The decision concerning the satisfactory use and performance of any item on this bid shall be that of the Transportation Director and/or staff.


BRAND NAMES

The brand or trade name, manufacturer’s name, and/or catalog number must be given in the column provided if requested. If bidder fails to indicate brand or trade name, where requested, the item bid may be disqualified.

NON-DISCRIMINATION
During the performance of this contract, the seller agrees as follows:

The seller shall not discriminate against any employee, applicant or subcontractor because of age, color, creed, handicap condition, marital or prenatal status, national origin, race, sex, veteran status, or political opinion or affiliation. The seller shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and the employees are treated during employment without regard to their age, color, creed, handicap condition, marital or prenatal status, national origin, race, sex, veteran status or political opinion or affiliation. Such action shall include, although not limited to, the recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The seller agrees to post in conspicuous places notices setting forth the provisions of this equal opportunity clause.

The seller shall in all solicitations and/or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the seller, state that all qualified applicants shall receive consideration for employment without regard to age, color, creed, handicap condition, marital or prenatal status, national origin race, sex, veteran status, or political opinion or affiliation.

The seller shall cause any subcontractor engaged to perform any services required by this contract to include this equal opportunity clause in all solicitations, advertisements, and employment practices it shall perform.

DELIVERY

The contractor agrees to furnish and deliver the items within the terms of the contract as the Superintendent may prescribe.

All costs for delivery, including damage and freight, and for the packaging of said articles are to be borne by the bidder, and must be included in bid prices.

If, during the period of the contract, it is necessary that the superintendent place toll or long distance telephone calls in connection therewith (for complaints, adjustments, shortages failure to deliver, etc), it is understood that the vendor will bear the charge or expense for all such calls.

K.O.S.H.A. STANDARDS AND HAZARD COMMUNICATION STANDARD 1910.1200

If applicable, all materials and services must meet or exceed K.O.S.H.A. (Kentucky Occupational & Safety Health Act) standards, and must comply with the Hazard Communications Standard 1910.1200 of the Occupational Safety & Health Administration.

BIDS

Businesses that fail to respond to invitations for bid or notices of availability on two consecutive procurements of similar items may be removed from the applicable bidder mailing list.

Tabulations will be made by the Superintendent and each qualified bidder will be mailed a formal tabulation after the Board of Education has taken official action. The Board of Education meetings are normally held on the third Thursday of each month. Bidders are requested not to call the Superintendent for a tabulation of the bids.

Each bid must be in a separate sealed envelope clearly labeled with the bid name.

No bid can be corrected or altered or signed after being opened. The Board of Education will not be responsible for errors or omissions on the part of bidders in making up their bids. Any bids received unsigned will be rejected.


All regular bids must be submitted in accordance with specifications on the bid form supplied with the invitation.  The submission of a bid on the bid form certifies that the product meets any and all specifications, except as noted on such form.

PRICES

All prices quoted by the various bidders must be firm for a maximum period of sixty days to allow bid acceptance by the Board of Education. If awarded the contract, the prices will then be firm for one year from the date of acceptance by the board or as stated therein.

All prices and quotations must be in ink or typewritten. No pencil figures will be permitted. Mistakes are to be crossed out and corrections inserted adjacent thereto and initialed by person signing bid. Also, corrections made with correction tape or fluid are to be initialed.

Quote on each item separately. Prices must be stated in units specified therein.

Bids that have clerical errors or irregularities are subject to correction only with concurrence with the Superintendent. Unit prices should be listed, extended, and totaled. Should errors exist in the extended price, the unit price will prevail.

OR EQUAL CLAUSE

Whenever, in any of the contract documents, an article, materials or equipment is described by use of a proprietary product or by using the name of a manufacturer of vendor, the term “or equal”, if not inserted, is implied.

The use of a specific article or manufacturer’s name shall be construed as indicating the type of equipment, design, general construction, quality and finish. Such use shall not be construed as limiting or excluding any manufacturer’s product of comparable quality, design and efficiency.

AWARDING OF CONTRACT(S):

Contracts may be awarded to the lowest evaluated bidder meeting all specifications and conditions, and subject to all other provisions of this invitation to bid, on a per item basis, on a group basis, or on a total basis; whichever is deemed to be in the best interest of the Board of Education.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS:

Technical specifications are attached for various items to indicate quality of merchandise requested and not to restrict bids on equal or better quality items. Low prices will not be the only criterion for awarding bids, as each item shall be subject to evaluation and/or usage test prior to the awarding of the bids and for the duration of the contract on any item. Quality will be given prime consideration in awarding contracts.

DELIVERY LOCATION:

A listing of delivery locations, types, capacities, and average annual usage is attached.

The successful bidder/bidders shall provide the appropriate equipment and personnel necessary to unload items at the receiving point. They will receive from Hardin County Schools a set of keys to unmanned sites so that deliveries can be made 24 hours per day.

*Unloading…  means to remove the delivery items from the delivery vehicle and to place them on the location chosen by a Hardin County Schools’ official.

QUANTITIES:

The quantities listed herein are not guaranteed; however, the staff anticipates purchasing the minimum quantities listed. The Board of Education reserves the right to order additional quantities as needed, and at the bid prices, for the duration of the contract period.

NO SHIPMENTS ARE TO BE MADE AGAINST THE CONTRACT. ORDERS WILL BE PLACED AS NEEDED.

IMPORTANT:  Do not bid if you cannot meet the delivery requirements listed above.

SUBSTITUTIONS:

If, during the period of the contract, a vendor finds it necessary to make substitutions, they must obtain prior approval from the Transportation Director.

OTHER CONDITIONS:

All blanks and information requested are to be completed on the bid form in order to qualify your bid.

Do not bid any special groupings other than those listed herein.

Winning bid vendor will be responsible for servicing and maintaining all existing pumps at no additional cost to the district.
