ISSUE

FACTS

KRS 161.770 permits local boards of education the authority to grant leaves of absence. 
Board policy 03.1235 permits the granting of a leave of absence (unpaid) for educational/professional purposes.
Ms. Wright will pursue an advanced degree (master’s) at an overseas university. It is a unique opportunity to earn the degree in this setting.
While we normally do not recommend a leave of absence for employees to obtain a master’s degree, Laura McGray (RMS Principal) and Sam Melloy (Associate Superintendent for Personnel) support the request.
