PROFESSIONAL/ILT DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE REPORT

Mr. Coffey presented the report.  PD is scheduled as follows:  July 27 – Open Response, On Demand, Thoughtful Ed tied to Guides Standards (6 hrs); July 28 – Math Strategies (3 hrs) and MAP Utilization (3 hrs); July 29 – WEB Update (3 hrs) and then On-going WEB Page updating (total 3 hrs during the year); Oct. 12 – Mandatory County-wide PD.

Kindergarten Open House is scheduled for July 28.

COMPONENT REPORTING

Ms. Stith will report at next meeting.  The printing was not returned in time to send reports to teachers.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The council reviewed the minutes of the March meeting.  Ms. Jarvis made a motion to approve the minutes. Ms. Parris seconded the motion. Motion carried by consensus.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The March Financial Reports were reviewed by the committee.

ACCIDENT REPORTS

The committee reviewed the last month’s accident reports.  There were five accidents on the playground, three in the gym, and one on the stairs.

SBDM NEEDS LIST

The committee discussed the needs list and concurred that we would ask for the same basic needs that we did last year.

SBDM ELECTION

The committee discussed the SBDM Teacher Selection Process (Operational Procedure 2c, para 3).  They decided to change the by-laws to read as follows:  An ad hoc committee will be in charge of the selection of teacher representatives.  Ms. Jarvis made a motion to accept the change to the by-laws.  Ms.Stith seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

OTHER BUSINESS

· Scrimmage Testing:  Third grade testing has been ongoing.  Fourth and fifth grades have been using Arts and Humanities and Practical Living tests.

· Math adoption:  A decision has still not been made regarding funding.  Ms. Johnson has stated that most of our teachers prefer Everyday Math.  Math adoption will not be countywide.

· Emergency planning:  We held a meeting on March 19.  Those in attendance were:  Eric Vowels, Steve Pavey, Doug Finlay and David Underwood, as well as Dawn Stith, Billy Coffey and Cathy Yates.  They would like for us to have things prepared for emergency situations.  But they would actually coordinate the plan if a real emergency occurred.  In the case of a train derailment, we would shut windows and stay inside and turn off the air conditioning.  If it was determined that an evacuation was necessary, we would go to JTA by buses.  In the event of a bomb threat, the principal would decide the course of action.  If a real danger is emanate, we would evacuate the building.  We need to acquire four sets of blueprints from David Wyatt to provide to the emergency departments. In the case of a lock-down because of an intruder, we are going to announce that is a lock-down and then follow classroom lock-down.  We will also receive free door knob cards for the classrooms to indicate if they are OK or Need Help.  We need to be able to do an all-call from a room other than the office.  We will state our emergency procedures in the Parent-Student Handbook and on our webpage.
· Duty Rosters:  Ms. Stith suggested that the afternoon parent pick-up duties should be assigned on a rotating basis.  We need two people outside and two inside.  We are thinking about setting up a system where the parents keep a sign in their car with their child/children’s name on it so that they can hold it up when they arrive.
· Early Arrival:  Ms. Stith brought up the issue of children being dropped off too early, when they could not be supervised.  Mr. Coffey will clarify with the faculty that if any of their students are in the habit of arriving before 7:10, the teacher will call the parent.
ADJOURNMENT 

Ms. Stith made a motion to adjourn.  Ms. Parris seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.  Meeting adjourned at 3:55.
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
