· Station Teaching- Primary grades are in full swing and having success.  Intermediate is working on getting schedules figured out and have started to teach in stations.  Assistants have been in classrooms working hard.
· Every-other-Friday will be used as “Catch Up Friday”.  Students will be using this time during block to work on keyboarding skills, handwriting, and Character First lessons.
· The new morning drop off procedures have been going well.
· Afternoon transportation has been made easier with the use of InfoFind program to find assigned bus numbers.
· Morning meeting guest speakers will be invited to speak to students.  This speakers will predominantly be African American community leaders. 
· STAR testing will begin next week.  Data from tests will be used to form RTL groups in math and reading.  RTL pullouts will begin September 9th.
· Kentucky Academic Standards have been released.  A team has been established to assist with rollout within the school.

Amy Key seconded the motion; all were in favor.  The new 1st grade class will be created and parents will be contacted within the week.
Tim Mudd presented that the current work room, Room 109, be used as the new 1st grade classroom.  Heather Paulsen made a motion to use Room 109 as the new 1st grade classroom; motion was seconded by Ashley Atcher.  All were in consensus.
Tim Mudd presented to Council Emergency Procedures documents for review.
Council reached an agreement to change the date of the September meeting due to a conflict with MES Fall Festival.  September meeting will be held Monday, September 16th at 3:30 in the library.
