Committee Reports

Budget  -  Ms. Rogers included the school’s local financial report for April in the SBDM Council’s packet.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Connelly informed the Council that we are planning to carryover 10% of this year’s PPA funds in order to help pay for next year’s textbooks.

CATS Prep  -  No Report.

Climate  -  Gail Crain reported the Climate Committee has started planning for Field Day.  The date for Field Day is May 27th with a rain date of May 28th.  PTSA will be taking care of most of the costs for this event.  The large inflatibles and the dunking booth have already been scheduled for this day. Other arrangements are being made for a jail since the one we have used in previous years is being repaired this year and is not available.  Bottled water will be purchased so that every student, staff member, and volunteer will receive one bottle at the beginning of the day.

Ms. Crain reported that the Team Challenge winner for this year is the Incredibles Team.  They will be traveling to the Dix-E-Town Bowling Lanes on May 20th for two games of bowling at no charge to them.  We also have a runner-up team this year and it is the Top Dawgs Team.  They will all receive a free Baskin-Robbins ice cream sundae on May 19th. 

Curriculum/Professional Development  -  Mr. Wagoner reported that the P.D. Committee will be meeting next week to begin the process of revising the Professional Development policy.  Mr. Wagoner explained some of the things they will be looking to include in the revised policy.  The twenty-four (24) hours of Professional Development for East Hardin for next school year are as follows:

In regards to Curriculum, Mr. Wagoner reported everything has been put on hold awaiting further information in regards to changes the State Department is currently making and what will be required from the State Department.  Discussion followed.

Scheduling  -  Melanie Reynolds went through and explained the Master Schedule that was handed out to the SBDM members present.  As agreed upon last year, in regards to Planning and Lunch times, each Team will be on a two-year cycle where the times for these will be rotated amongst the 6th, 7th, and 8th Grade Teams.  The only exception is the Related Arts teachers who will remain with 1st Period Planning.  Ms. Reynolds informed the Council there will be one big team next school year and it will be in the 8th grade.  Because of this, Maria Turner will be moving from the X-Treme Team back up to the All-Star Team where she will teach Reading.  We are being allowed to keep the additional Special Ed. teacher for next year. 

Technology  -  Mary Carruthers distributed a handout to the Council members titled “Year in Review” showing what had been done this past school year in regards to Technology.           

Textbook  -  Gail Crain presented the Council with the Textbook Purchase Plan for 2009-2010.  Ms. Crain included two estimates since the Board has not been given a final amount on what we will be receiving per student for next year.  Ms. Crain went through and explained each item to the Council.  Discussion followed.  

SY 08-09 Order #17  -  Approval of the Textbook Purchase Plan for 2009-2010 – The motion was made by Mary Key and seconded by Mary Carruthers to approve the Textbook Purchase Plan for 2009-2010 as presented.  With there being no disagreement from any council member, the motion passed by consensus and the Textbook Purchase Plan for 2009-2010 was approved.

Section 7 Requests – Mr. Connelly distributed a copy of what he has sent up to the Central Office in regards to our Section 7 Requests for 2009-2010.  Section 7 Requests were not funded last year but with the possibility of receiving Stimulus Money some of these requests might be funded this upcoming school year.                                         

Personnel Update – Mr. Connelly informed the council of some personnel rotation taking place for next year.  He has moved Ellen Douglas from the 6th grade Incredibles Team to the 7th grade X-Treme Team.  The reason for this is because Ms. Douglas is a National Board Certified Teacher in Social Studies and in order to keep her certification she needs to be teaching Social Studies next year.  In addition, Angela VanMeter is planning on working towards her National Board Certification in Language Arts so she will need to be teaching that subject area next year.  To allow for these things to happen, Ellen Douglas will take Angela VanMeter’s place on the X-Treme Team, Angela VanMeter will move into Shaune Williams’s place, and Shaune Williams will be moving and taking Ellen Douglas’s place on the 6th grade Incredibles Team.

Mr. Connelly also informed the Council of two positions he currently has posted.  They are a 6th grade Language Arts teacher to replace Shelia Lewis and a Special Education teacher to fill the job currently being held by Jackie Branham.
