OPENING BUSINESS

A. #05-001. Mary Lou Emerine made the motion to accept the meeting agenda as amended, seconded by Vasco 
Perry.  

B. #05-002. Mark Adams made the motion to approve the previous meeting minutes, seconded by Vasco Perry.  Motion carried.

C. The following “Good News” with the council:

BUDGET

#05-003. Vasco Perry made the motion to accept the April budget, seconded by Amanda Minnich.  Motion carried.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

A. Josh Cowley reviewed the textbook purchasing plan with council members.  (Information previously discussed at the April meeting).  

#05-004:  Mark Adams made a motion to approve the textbook plan contingent upon the use of various funding sources:  1) Textbook Funds 2) Any carry-over textbook monies 3) Stimulus Funding and 4) Raffle (if needed), seconded by Vasco Perry.  Motion carried.  
B. Greg Sutton presented minutes and information from the Dress Code Committee to council.  Discussion was held regarding proposed changes.  
#05-005:  Amanda Minnich made the motion to approve the dress code changes in terms of legging and logos/tags on pants, pending a review of the actual wording, seconded by Mark Adams.  Motion carried.  

C. Rhonda Newton presented minutes from the budget committee along with the proposed budget for 2009-10 to council members.  Discussion was held. 

#05-006:  Mary Lou Emerine made a motion to approve the budget for 2009-10, seconded by Vasco Perry.  Motion carried. 

OLD BUSINESS

A. Museum Update/Information.  Meeting has not been scheduled.   

NEW BUSINESS

A. Allocations for 2009-10 were discussed.  In terms of certified/classified allocations, Jama recommended to the council that one classified position be reallocated to a .5 certified position.  

#05-007:  Amanda Minnich made the motion to reallocate the classified position for the 20090-10 school year, seconded by Mark Adams.  Motion carried.   

B. Jama shared the results of the teacher/parent SBDM election for 2009-10.  Members:  Mary Lou Emerine, Amanda Minnich, Shelly Vanyo, Mark Adams, and Alicia Bayless.  Jama shared with council that since we did not have a minority elected to our council, an additional election will be held for one minority teacher and a minority parent.  The election will take place before the end of this school year.  

C. Jama reviewed PD criteria for SBDM Council Members and reviewed the options available for training.  Information will be forwarded to all members.  

D. Personnel – Jama shared the following recommendations from the hiring committees.  Science:  Nick Ritter and Deana Paden*, Math:  Jessica Love*.  *Official hire cannot occur until the position has been posted for thirty days.  Jama recommended to council that Carolyn Muir (current assistant) be transferred in to the FMD/MMD position vacated by Diana White.  Discussion was held regarding some of Alton’s needs and the benefits of having a math and a reading interventionist.  As a result of being in Tier 4 consequences, Jama shared with council her recommendation to keep the position of reading interventionist.  Robin Lovelace was recommended for the position.   Discussion was also held regarding additional academic and behavior concerns.  Based on current data/information, Jama made the recommendation to council that Jeff Lowman be utilized as an academic/behavior consultant for the 2009-10 school year.  

#05-008:  Amanda Minnich made the motion to approve the personnel recommendations, seconded by Vasco Perry.  Motion carried.
