OPENING BUSINESS

C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the August 14, 2019 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 19-20 – Amy Inman made a motion to accept the August 14, 2019 Regular Session minutes.  Sheldon Lackey seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the August financial report and activity budget dated August 1-31, 2019, submitted by Saundra Dailey, EHS bookkeeper. ORDER 19-21 – Alex Todd made a motion to accept the August financial report and activity budget. Amy Inman seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

III. OLD BUSINESS:
A. Senior Trip Orlando:  Ms. Burnham informed the Council that the seniors voted for the senior trip to be t Orlando/Disney World.  Board approval will be needed for the trip.  The cost will be approximately $950.00 if we get a minimum of 30 students.

NEW BUSINESS: 

A. CSIP – Continuous Improvement Process; Timeline and Phase I:  Ms. Burnham discussed the CSIP process and where EHS is in this process.  Committees will meet soon to review the diagnostics as well as the data that is collected for review of our program.  Phase 1 of the improvement process was reviewed and assurances signed/submitted. 
B. Fall Testing:  Ms. Burnham informed the Council that Fall Testing will take place on September 16th and 17th.  Freshmen will take the Cogat and ITBS; Sophomores and Juniors will take the practice ACT; and seniors will take the ASVAB.    Studdents will tour ECTC on non testing days for academic and college ready opportunities.
C. Assessment Information (not data): SRC and Star Systems: Ms.  Burnham discussed this information with the Council.  After discussion of the Assessment information, the Council resigned the Receipt of Information form for “Your Duty Under the Law” and “Managing Public Records” as required by the State of Kentucky for all Council members. (Initially distributed and signed in July 2019 SBDM meeting)  This information was sent to the Council prior to our first meeting of the school year.  Additionally, the bylaw approval was resigned.
D. Safe Schools Draft Report:  This report was reviewed by the Council.  EHS was commended for several safety practices.  However, the report did include areas that need improvement.  These will be discussed and changes made to school practices after recommendations have been fully reviewed with the council and district.
E. Belle of Louisville Future Dates: The Belle of Louisville trip will take place on September 21, 2019.  Next year it will be held on September 19, 2020. 
F. Co-Op Policy:   The Council will need to adopt a policy for participation in the Co-Op program.  As well, the writing policy must be reviewed and revised if necessary.  This process will begin at next month’s meeting.
G. School Profile Report:  Ms. Burnham discussed this with the Council.  This information is not to be shared or discussed until the Report is released by the State. The data for the school profile report was reviewed and signed. 
H. Dual Credit Classes: Ms. Burnham requested approval for changes that had been made to the course manual and master schedule:  Dual Credit Engineering 1/DC CAD 102; Intro Business and Marketing/DC BAS 160; Digital Electronics/DC ELT 120; Intro to Comp/DC CIT 105; and Computer H&S/DC CIT 111.  The Council unanimously agreed.
